This is accessed by typing in SOC in the web browser box on any computer connected to the MOPS network.
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A Standard of Care is the minimally accepted definition for quality service delivery.

The Standard of Care (SOC) webpage has been designed to provide clinicians quick access to information that both defines the standard of care as well as resources
to meet that standard. This site is not designed as a substitute for good clinical judgment, and should not be thought of as an "all inclusive” st of resources. Rater, itis
simply a minimum starting point.

The web page has been divided into Kids Services and Adult Services. Within these divisions, key programmatic areas have been defined. Each programmatic
area has a section that attempts to provide background information abot the programmatic area, assessment expectations, intervention/treatment expectations,
termination concerns, resources, and other techniques:

The background section covers areas such s the DSM-V-TR diagnostic criteria, other articles, and documents that discuss the prevalence and background of the
programmatic area.

The assessment section covers the SOC for each client in assessing whether the client should be included in the programmatic area. A
The intervention section covers the SOC for freatment and supervision of the programmatic area.

The termination section covers the SOC for terminating or discharging a client from treatment

The resources section lists other articles, handouts and links to websites that may be helpful in working with the client.

The other techniques section covers techniques that may be used in treating the client, however, these techniques are not considered to be SOC. Understanding that
all clients are different, and that not all of the SOC techniques will work with each individual, the “other techniques” section offers alterative ways of helping the client. n
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On the SOC website you will find useful information regarding assessment and treatment of various mental health conditions.  Valuable resources and activities may also be found on this website.  You will be required to select a standard of care for each of your clients and when the QA committee reviews that client chart, it must match the “critical standards” set forth in that SOC.  Not all areas have identified “critical standards” and the SOC website continues to be a work in progress.
